BIOS OF PANELISTS

Daniel L. Brenner

Partner, Hogan & Hartson, LLP

Adjunct Professor, Georgetown Law School

Daniel Brenner is a partner in the communications, media and entertainment group at Hogan & Hartson, a Washington-based law firm with 26 offices worldwide.  He concentrates on matters involving cable operators, programmers, and suppliers with a particular focus on policy, intellectual property, and regulatory matters before the Federal Communications Commission (FCC), the U.S. Copyright Office, and Congress. 

Prior to joining Hogan, Daniel headed the regulatory and legal affairs of the National Cable & Telecommunications Association (NCTA), the cable industry's principal trade association, for more than 16 years. In this position, he advocated on behalf of the industry before federal agencies, courts, legislative hearings, and public policy councils. He was awarded the NCTA's President's award in 2008 for his distinguished service to the industry. 

Previously, Daniel served as Director of the Communications Law Program and member of the faculty at UCLA School of Law. He also served as counsel to a major law firm in Los Angeles. Daniel was Senior Legal Advisor to Chairman Mark Fowler of the Federal Communications Commission from 1981 to 1986. He was also Vice-Chairman of the U.S. Delegation to the ITU World Radio Conference in Geneva, Switzerland.  Daniel has served as a consultant on telecommunications issues for the RAND Corporation and the International Media Fund, and as a Senior Fellow at The Annenberg Washington Program. 

Previously, he served on the board of advisors of Falcon Cable Systems, on the board of directors of Tekelec, a publicly-traded telecommunications equipment company, and was a member of the board of trustees for Stanford University from 1982-1987 and Cable Positive, from 1995-2009.  From 1986 to 1991, Daniel was appointed by the President and confirmed by the Senate to be a member, and served as Vice-Chairman, of the board of directors for the Corporation for Public Broadcasting. 

Daniel is co-author of a leading cable treatise on cable television law. His writings on cable policy have been cited by the U.S. Supreme Court and federal courts of appeal.  A graduate of Stanford University and Stanford Law School, Brenner currently serves on the adjunct faculty of Georgetown Law School.

Professor Angela J. Campbell directs the Institute for Public Representation, a public interest law firm and clinical program at Georgetown Law.  She represents nonprofit organizations seeking adoption and enforcement of media policies in the public interest in such areas as children’s television and advertising, media ownership limits, public interest obligations for broadcast stations, and increasing employment and ownership opportunities for minorities and women in the media.  Recent publications include:  The Legacy of Red Lion, 60 Admin. L.Rev. 783 (2008),  A Historical Perspective on the Public’s Right of Access to the Media, 35 Hofstra L. Rev. 1027 (2007), and A Public Interest Perspective on the Impact of the Broadcasting Provisions of the 1996 Act, 58 Fed. Comm. L. J. 455 (2006). 
Barbara Cochran

President Emeritus

Radio Television News Directors Association

Barbara Cochran became president of RTNDA and RTNDF in 1997.  RTNDA is the world’s largest professional organization devoted to electronic journalism, representing local and network news executives in broadcasting, cable and other electronic media in more than 30 countries. RTNDF, a 501(c)(3) organization, promotes excellence in electronic journalism through research, education and training for news professionals and journalism students. 

Cochran is a leading advocate for First Amendment rights. She has been at the forefront of the major issues facing electronic journalists, including fighting for cameras and microphones in state and federal courtrooms, protecting journalists’ access in post-9/11 America, opposing government secrecy and battling intrusive regulation of news content.  She has led RTNDA’s sponsorship of Sunshine Week, an annual campaign to raise public awareness of the importance of open government.

She is also a leading proponent for diversity in the newsroom and in news coverage.  With UNITY: Journalists of Color, she convened a diversity summit in 2004 that brought together industry leaders in a frank conversation. 

Cochran frequently speaks on topics such as First Amendment rights, the Freedom of Information Act, cameras and microphones in the courtroom, broadcast standards and media ethics.  She has been interviewed as a media expert on television and radio programs, including CNN’s Reliable Sources, CBS, NBC, ABC, C-Span, Fox News Channel, MSNBC, Court TV and National Public Radio. 

An industry insider, Cochran worked as a journalist and news executive in Washington, DC, for 28 years, 11 in print and 17 in broadcasting. Before joining RTNDA/F, she held the following positions:

•Vice president of news, National Public Radio
•Managing editor, Washington Star

Cochran has been recognized for her efforts on behalf of electronic journalism with the Media Institute’s Freedom of Speech Award and the American Women in Radio and Television Award for Allied Services. In 2008 Cochran received the Distinguished Achievement Award in Broadcasting, given by the University of Georgia's DiGamma Kappa student society and the 
Edith Wortman First Amendment Award from The Matrix Foundation. During her tenure, RTNDA received the University of Missouri’s Honor Award and the RTNDA Canada Award of Excellence.

An active member of professional organizations, Cochran serves on the Board of Visitors of the University of Maryland College of Journalism, the Advisory Committee of the Newseum, and the Accrediting Council for Education in Journalism and Mass Communication. She serves on the board of the Peabody Awards and is a judge for the Hearst Journalism Awards for college journalism students. She is a member of the Advisory Board of Call for Action. She was a juror for the DuPont Columbia Awards for nine years. She was a founding member of the Board of Directors of the International Women’s Media Foundation.

Cochran has a master’s degree from the Columbia University Graduate School of Journalism in New York and a bachelor’s degree from Swarthmore College in Pennsylvania. She and her husband, John Cochran, senior correspondent for ABC News, live in Washington.

For the past 22 years, Jerry Fritz has been the Senior Vice President for Legal and Strategic Affairs for Arlington, Virginia-based Allbritton Communications Company where he serves as the General Counsel, Director of Strategic Planning and head of Government Relations for a media group with 8 ABC affiliates, a cable news channel, several newspapers and various other cutting edge new media interests including web hosting and the newly created web/print combo publication, POLITICO.com. 

Jerry joined Allbritton in 1987 after serving as Chief of Staff to FCC Chairman Mark Fowler and as a primary architect of deregulatory efforts in the broadcasting and telecommunications industries.  Prior to joining the Chairman’s staff, he practiced communications law with Pierson, Ball & Dowd and taught on the adjunct faculty at George Mason University Law School.  He has also held several staff positions in the FCC’s former Broadcast Bureau.

Henry Geller was general counsel of the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) in 1964-1970 and special assistant to the FCC Chairman (1970-1973).  Upon leaving the FCC, he was associated with the Rand Corporation and the Aspen Institute until 1978 when he became Assistant Secretary of Commerce for Communications and Information (and NTIA Administrator) in the Carter Administration.

In 1981 he became the Executive Director of the Washington Center for Public Policy Research of Duke University and a Professor of Practice at Duke.  From 1989 to the end of 1998, he was a Communications Fellow at the Markle Foundation.  Upon leaving Markle, he has engaged in pro bono activities in the communication field.

In addition to his books, Klinenberg has published articles in scholarly journals and popular outlets, including The New York Times Magazine, The Washington Post, Rolling Stone, and the Wall Street Journal.

Jane Mago joined the National Association of Broadcasters in 2004 after more than 26 years at the Federal Communications Commission (FCC). Jane is responsible for reviewing NAB’s pleadings before the FCC, the courts, and other administrative agencies. Jane brings a unique perspective to NAB filings. Tom Rosenstiel

Director

Pew Research Center’s Project for Excellence in Journalism

Tom Rosenstiel designed the Pew Research Center’s Project for Excellence in Journalism and directs its activities. The Project studies the revolution going on in the world of news and information—the way we learn about the world beyond our personal experience. Our audience is citizens who consume the news, journalists who produce it, policy makers and activists who communicate through it and anyone who recognizes that a society and its press rise and fall together. Since its inception in 1997 the Project has produced scores of reports on press performance. These include the largest study of local TV news ever produced, major studies of topics in the news, and in 2004, the Project began producing its annual reports on the State of the American News Media. The Project specializes in using empirical methods to evaluate and study the performance of the press, particularly content analysis. We are nonpartisan, non-ideological and non-political.

A journalist for more than 20 years, he is a former media critic for the Los Angeles Times and chief congressional correspondent for Newsweek magazine. He is the editor and principal author of PEJ’s Annual Report on the State of the News Media, a comprehensive report on the health of American journalism. He also directs the Project's content analysis reports on the performance of the press. 

Among his books, he is the author with Bill Kovach of The Elements of Journalism: What Newspeople Should Know and the Public Should Expect

 , winner of the 2002 Goldsmith Book Prize from Harvard University, the Society of Professional Journalist Sigma Delta Chi award for research in journalism and the Bart Richards Award for Media Criticism from Penn State. Elements is a required text in virtually every journalism school in the country and has been translated into more than 25 languages. A new edition of Elements was published in April 2007. Mr. Rosenstiel is also co-author of the Committee of Concerned Journalists "Traveling Curriculum," an ongoing education program that since 2001 has trained more than 6,000 journalists in print, TV and online newsrooms nationwide.
Andrew Jay Schwartzman

President and CEO

Media Access Project

Andrew Jay Schwartzman is the President and CEO of Media Access Project (MAP). He

has directed the organization since June, 1978. MAP is a non-profit public interest telecommunications law firm which represents the public's in promoting the First Amendment rights to speak and to hear. It seeks to promote creation of a well informed electorate by insuring vigorous debate in a free marketplace of ideas. It has been the chief legal strategist in efforts to oppose major media mergers and preserve policies promoting media diversity.

MAP has also led efforts to promote openness and innovation on broadband networks and to insure that broad and affordable public access is provided during the deployment of advanced

telecommunications networks.

Mr. Schwartzman has appeared on behalf of MAP before the Congress, the FCC and the courts on issues such as cable TV regulation, minority and female ownership and employment in the mass media, and on FCC jurisdiction with respect to the Internet. In recognition of his service as chief counsel in the public interest community’s challenge to the FCC’s June, 2003 media ownership deregulation decision, The Scientific American honored Mr. Schwartzman as one of the nation’s 50 leaders in technology for 2004.

Mr. Schwartzman is a faculty member of the Johns Hopkins University School of Arts and

Sciences, where he teaches in its Master of Communication Program. He serves on the International Advisory Board of Southwestern Law School’s National Entertainment & Media Law Institute and was the Distinguished Lecturer in Residence at the Institute’s Summer 2004 program at Fitzwilliam College, Cambridge University. Mr. Schwartzman is a member of the Federal Communications Commission’s Advisory Committee on Diversity for Communications in the Digital Age. He is a member of the Board of Directors of the Minority Media Telecommunications Council and the Media and Democracy Coalition, for which he served as President from 2007 through 2009. He was President of the Board of the Safe Energy Communications Council from 1991 through 2003.

Mr. Schwartzman was the Law and Regulation Contributor to Les Brown's Encyclopedia of

Television, and is the author of the telecommunications chapter in the Encyclopedia of the Consumer Movement. His work has been published in major legal and general journals, including Variety, Electronic Media, The Washington Post, COMM/ENT Law Journal and The ABA Journal. He has been a frequent guest on television and radio programs such as The Today Show, Nightline, Marketplace Radio, network evening TV newscasts, and All Things Considered.

Mr. Schwartzman is the 1994 recipient of the United Church of Christ Office of Communication's Everett C. Parker Award and the 2004 recipient of the Media Matters Life Achievement Award. After graduating from the University of Pennsylvania in 1968, and its law school in 1971, Schwartzman was staff counsel to the Office of Communication of the United Church of Christ.  From 1974 until he took his current position, Schwartzman worked for the U.S. Department of Energy and predecessor agencies. He is married to Linda Lazarus, an attorney/mediator practicing in Washington, DC.

Ben Scott is Policy Director at Free Press where he oversees all governmental and legislative affairs for the largest public interest organization in the country working exclusively on communications policy. He has testified numerous times in front of the United States Senate and the House of Representatives on media and telecommunications policy issues. Prior to joining PFF in 2005, Adam was Director of Telecommunications Studies at the Cato Institute and a Fellow in Economic Policy at The Heritage Foundation. His work on communications, high-technology, and media policy has been featured in The Wall Street Journal, The Washington Post, The New York Times, USA Today, Forbes, The Economist, Newsweek, and others. He also writes regularly for The Technology Liberation Front blog. Adam is the author or editor of seven books on media regulation and child safety issues, mass media regulation, Internet governance, intellectual property, regulation of network industries, and the role of federalism within high-technology markets.
